COOKOUT COMMITTEE

Chairman is in charge.

All members assigned to a cookout shall contact the chairman and assist in the preparation and performance of the event.

If any assigned member can not make that particular cookout it is the individual’s responsibility to trade with a member on another cookout and advise the chairmen. 

The committee shall:

1. Determine the menu and purchase food and supplies (including fuel) necessary.  If advance funds are required they may be obtained  from the Club treasurer                                                                                                              

2. Obtain items for a raffle.  Obtain from members, elsewhere or purchase. Tickets are in the clubhouse

3. Call all members at least 7 days prior to cookout for reservations.  Members that fail to show after a commitment are liable for cookout cost.

4. Members attending are normally requested to bring either desert or salad*

5. Make sure that trash and empty can containers are available.

6. Make sure the grounds and picnic tables are in order.

7. Prepare and serve the meal.

8. Determine the cookout price which is not normally “money making’ – price should be set just above break-even – the raffle will be the profit. 

9. Handle the finances including running the raffle

10. Clean up after the affair. Empty garbage cans – clean cooking utensils – pavilion, etc.

*  Caller should attempt to balance these items.
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
